This program will explore how the SDS and other materials related to Holland’s
RIASEC theory can be used to provide cost-effective career guidance in many
service settings. This presentation will include guided use of the SDS and
related materials (handouts, distribution of samples), review of client cases (small
group discussion), and a review of new interventions inspired by CIP theory
(lecture, question period).
